	Discussion Prompts and Questions:


	What is this story about? Would you like to have a tree house? Who would you invite to come into your tree house?

	Post Reading Activities and Reflections:


	Read “The Tree House” talking book on the computer. Use the computer to draw pictures of who you would invite into your tree house -- or draw pictures and scan them into the computer. Optional, create a self portrait “avatar” (using CrazyTalk software) to read the talking book.

	Word Study:

	Use magnetic letters or dry erase to practice writing sight words. Use computer to practice writing text.

	Use “talking books” to assist individuals with reading difficulties, ESL learners, individuals with handicapping conditions that impair their abilities to hold books and turn pages, learners with visual impairments, persons who are deaf or hearing impaired (*with “signing avatars”)
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
